As simple as a
couple case of okra may seem to us, by these clubs working together to leverage every available resource,
those in need in Columbus are experiencing the Magic of Rotary.

The quote you see to the left from founder Arch C Klumph is circa 1916. It is every bit as true today as it
was when he first uttered it. It is also no more profound than it is at the end of the year. How we close out
a year sets the stage for what we wish to accomplish in the ensuing year.

December is the time of year when we consider what other tax benefits we hope to employ. Our first
thought is always going to be about what positive impact we can have with our gifts this year on the world
of today. However, we are also aware of the charitable tax deduction available to us for our outright gifts.
There are a number of ways we can do so. Are you aware you can gift using your Individual Retirement
Account (IRA)?

Rotarians 70 Y2 years of age and older can gift directly from their IRA to the Rotary Foundation. A



Qualified Charitable Distribution allows for transfers of up to $105,000 annually from an IRA without
treating the distribution as taxable income.

Another way is via the Charitable Gift Annuities where Rotarians can make a one-time election of up to
$53,000 from their IRA to fund a Charitable Gift Annuity. This can provide a fixed income for the rest of
their lifetime.

The IRA Beneficiary, regardless of the Rotarian’s age, is yet another way to give. The Rotary Foundation
can be named as a charitable beneficiary of the IRA. This approach reduces the tax burden on loved ones
after the Rotarian’s lifetime.

There are so many ways to give in very meaningful ways to Rotary and certainly this is the best time of
year to do so. Do consider one of the above ways to give and make that lasting difference into tomorrow by
doing some good today!!

We are very fortunate to have a strong Foundation that does so much good in our World. Whether you give
to polio, disaster relief or the annual fund, your contributions do make a difference. I encourage you to
join me in supporting our Rotary Foundation

While GRSP spends the year hosting international college students, we are thankful for this opportunity
allows college students from Georgia to spend the summer attending school and exchanging cultural
customs in Norway. Oslo International Summer School includes students from all over the world in a
diverse cultural program in the beautiful city of Oslo, Norway with four weeks of academic achievement
and international goodwill. Students must have a valid passport. Applications will be reviewed and all
applicants will be notified by the end of January 2025.

The opportunity is open to undergraduate college students, who are Georgia residents, who have
completed their first year of college by the end of Spring Semester 2025. Students must be between the
ages of 20 to 24, single, in good health and academic standing plus willing to serve as an ambassador for
Georgia Rotarians. Scholarship includes air fares from Atlanta to Oslo and return to Atlanta. Scholarship
also includes undergraduate coursework, administered by the University of Oslo, room, board and
administrative fees for the International Summer School at the University of Oslo. Scholarship recipients
must pay their travel expense to-and-from Atlanta airport and to-and-from the Oslo airport, plus provide
their own personal spending money. English is the language of instruction. The 78-year program
successfully allows students to engage with and learn from students from other countries, building cross-

Roswell Hosts Multi-Generational Fishing Derby

In October, Roswell Recreation & Parks collaborated with Roswell Rotary to host a Multigenerational
Fishing Derby. Bamboo fishing rods being made to the left while catch/release fishing was going on to the
right. This first-year event encouraged teams comprised of a youth, a parent-aged person and a
grandparent-aged person to work together to build a bamboo fishing rod and then use in the pond at the
back of the Roswell Area Park on Woodstock Road. It was a beautiful morning for about 100 folks from all
over Roswell to come together to learn how to tie knots, hold a fishing pole and laugh.

While they were fishing, the youth would receive tickets for certain activities like putting the worm on the
hook, taking the fish/turtle off the hook, releasing the fish/turtle off the hook, etc. Ideally, they would earn
8-10 tickets. So, when the team was done fishing, they went to the Tackle Shop where the youth shopped
to fill their new Tacklebox by trading in the tickets. The Tackle Shop, staffed by members of the Roswell
High School Interact Club, had fishing line, bobbers, weights, hooks, a flashlight, tweezers and an activity
area for the youth to personalize their box with stickers and markers.

The bamboo used was harvested by thinning out the bamboo garden at historic Mimosa Hall. Win Win!
Craig Fuller, a Park Supervisor with Roswell Recreation & Parks, approached Roswell Rotary hoping to
create some collaborative family events by using some under-utilized City of Roswell assets like the lake at
Roswell Area Park. “The Fishing Derby really served as a ‘proof of concept’. We needed to make sure that
our community would sign-up and show up. Proudly they did!” Roswell Rotary member, Becky Nelson,
really pulled the committee and mission together. “Our number one question of the day was ‘When is the



next one?” We had intact families fishing together and we had strangers unite to make a team. It was truly
collaborative. I'd like to think that this is the first of many highlighting underused Roswell area like the
urban woods, the disk golf course, etc.”
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
